As part of our Strategic Plan, one of our priorities is to share our story. To see how well we're doing and
how we're helping our community, we collect and study data and numbers that show our impact.

We update a monthly report of these statistics at addisonlibrary.org/Sharing-Our-Impact.

Let's take a closer look at one of the charts from that report:

Community Satisfaction

More than 8 out of 10 active library cardholders
surveyed were very likely to recommend the
Addison Public Library to others.
